THE HOLY PROPHET ZACHARIAH & THE RIGHTEOUS ELIZABETH were the parents
of the holy Prophet, Forerunner and Baptist of the Lord, John. They were descended from the
lineage of Aaron: St Zachariah, son of Barach, was a priest in the Jerusalem Temple, and St
Elizabeth was the sister of St Anna, the mother of the Most Holy Theotokos. (oca.org)
